G.	Investigation Procedures for Intercounty Courtesy Transfer Requests.

1. Prior to requesting intercounty courtesy transfer of supervision and authorization for the probationer to relocate, each sending department shall:

a. Ensure the probationer meets eligibility requirements; and

b.	Obtain the prospective residence mailing address, a contact phone number, a map to the residence, if applicable, and employment of the probationer; and

c. Complete an intercounty courtesy transfer request and forward it to the receiving department via email.; and

d.  	Pursuant to A.R.S. § 13-901(L)(3), submit the request for permission to proceed to the receiving county within seven business days after receipt, if applicable. 

2. Each intercounty courtesy transfer request shall include the following attachments:

a. Copies of:

(1) Administrative Director approved Intercounty Courtesy Transfer Request form;
(2) The sentencing court order;
(3) Signed conditions of probation;
(4) Pre-sentence Investigation (PSI).  If the PSI has been waived by the court, the police report and criminal history shall be included;
(5) Photograph;
(6) Psychological or medical reports with all pertinent releases of information, if applicable; and
(7) Any assessments or evaluations not available in the tracking system.; and
(8) The written request from the probationer to request transfer at the time of sentencing or disposition pursuant to A.R.S. § 13-901(L), if applicable, along with any related materials.

6.	For probationers who make a written request at the time of sentencing or disposition in accordance with A.R.S. § 13-901(L) to the supervising probation department to transfer their intensive probation supervision or supervised probation with the intent to reside in that county and who provide proof of family caregiver obligations, employment or housing, or an offer of employment or housing that will assist in the probationer’s positive behavioral change, the receiving department shall provide permission for the probationer to proceed within seven business days after receipt, unless the receiving probation department finds in accordance with A.R.S. § 13-901(M) that the basis for the plan is not factual or the transfer will endanger the victim.

If a probationer’s intensive probation supervision or supervised probation is courtesy transferred to another county pursuant to A.R.S. § 13-901(L) and the probationer subsequently violates the terms of the probationer’s probation or commits an additional offense while on probation, the probation department in the county in which the probation violation or additional offense occurred may not return the probationer’s intensive probation supervision or supervised probation back to the county in which the probationer’s probation was originally imposed except for revocation hearings or an order of the court.
